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Safety and Education-maximum 5%:
Definition of a Safety and Education project:

A Clear public benefit, readily accessible,
A Available to the general public, or targeted broad segment
of general public (trail/park users),

A Free or very low cost to participants.
(brochures, free training, interpretive panels, activity or meet-up groups, etc.)

Match requirements

U 90% Federal share [ 10% matching share= Total project cost
$50k/90%=$55,556 X 10%=

U Same matching amount for all applicants.
U Cash, Labor, Materials, Equipment
U No volunteer work as match unless within scope of work.

U Equipment purchase should have cash match.

Open until July 31, 2017

Anticipate about $800,000 available

50% Match requirement
Anticipated Floor:$25,000 (project at least $50,000)
Anticipated Ceiling:$125,000 (project at least $250,000)

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Snowmachine Registration fees: ~$200-$240 k/yr

Reimbursable, matching grant funds
e 25% match for stand-alone projects

Trail development and maintenance of snowmachine trails and trail-
related facilities.

Snowmachine safety and educational programs. Matching funds are
not required for safety and educational grant programs.

apply to be admitted
